Deep sorrow for the death on active ser-

vice of Flying Officer Herbert Colin Carpenter,

R.A.F. Al-Iny Co-operation, of Abinger Com-

mon, will be shared by all his relatives and

many friends. His father was killed in France

in September, 1918. At the outbreak of war

he served as an officer in the 5th Battalion the

Queen's Royal Regiment (West Surrey), and

took part in the defence of Belgium. He was

severely injured by blast, and brought to

Dunkirk, where for fourteen hours he en-

dured witll hundreds of other Inen the furious

German bombardment. As a result of this

his nervous systelll was severely affected, and

he was offered his release, although he had

rejoined his regituent in October, 1940. But

his terrible experiences had produced in hint

a great desire—to take part in air battles and

to conquer his fear of air attack. So intense

was this desire that he tnastered his nerves,
and was acceptecl as a pilot in the R. A.F. in

Jan tlary, 1941. He gained his xvings in

October, 1941. He never looked back, and

beemne an able and courageous pilot.
